Week Main Content 
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	Course Description Approximately 100 words: Dendrology is about systematic study of tree-bushes systematics, their lifetime, geographical distribution, morphology, biology (growth law), lifespan, biodiversity, ecology and evolutionary development.
The course designed as a general-special subject for sophomore students of Bachelors Degree, including Forestry and Residential Landscaping specialities. 
During the mastering of the course the students will learn the biology, ecology and morphology of trees, selection of trees and shrubs for planting, planting and growing, as well as the technology of growing seedlings for gardening and protecting trees. This knowledge allows selection and breeding of trees and bushes for different purposes and conditions.
Dendrology serves as the basis for the study of other disciplines such as "Forestry", "Forest Selection", "Cultural Forests", "Forest Amelioration", "Landscaping of Residences", "Forest Taxation and Forestry".
	Course Goals and Objectives Approximately 100 words: The aim of the course is to provide information on the systematics of trees and shrubs, their life forms, morphology, biology, life span, methods of reproduction, relations with species and their evolutionary development .
The objective of a course is to teach the students to study the morphology, systematics, geographical distribution, range, resources of the main forest-bearing tree species, and their use in the national economy as well as increasing methods of  the productivity of the forests of the Republic, introduction of valuable and unique species of trees and the ways to enrich the Uzbek dendrofloral content.
