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	Course Description Approximately 100 words: International Economic Relations course is designed to give overall understanding on economic relations and to serve as the basis for the follow-up of specialization on one of the areas of the international economics.

«World Economy and International Economic Relations» department conducts this course for fourth year students during 7-8 semesters. The course curriculum hours are 38 hours for each semester. Fourteen topics of the course are teaching during the 7th semester. Approximately 100 fourth year students are taught this course by three lectures of our department each academic year. Each week they have 2 hours lectures and two hours seminar lessons in class and 2-4 hours of independent work. Each lecturer have 1-2 groups of students each semester.
	Course Goals and Objectives Approximately 100 words: The goals of the training course are: 

- To familiarize students with the essence of the structure and objectives of the modern international economics;

- Shape various forms of economic interaction between countries in the view of current world economy and their socio-economic implications; 

- To develop the students analytical thinking, allowing them to understand basic regularities in the development and functioning of the international economics;

- To instil the skills of the choice of the most effective options among many alternative economic decisions in the context of an open market economy and to develop of the scientific economic proposals.
