Fashion Design lllustration

Fashion Design lllustration course is about learning to draw the basic proportion of a model.
Proportion is based on Sarnai Bold’s drawing method who has learnt it at Dressmaker gakuin,
Sugino Gakuen in Tokyo, Japan. First of all, we learn how to draw a right proportion of a model
from the front side, sides, back side. Learn about human anatomy and body parts. Basic
drawing instructions based on geometrical figures and forms.

Then we learn about drawing a face, proportion of face and hairstyle.

In fashion illustration we will use different kinds of materials, like watercolour, acrylics,
markers, pastels, crayons, pencils and pens.

Learn about different techniques to use various kinds of paints for different materials and
clothing.
