Consider a login application that checks a user's name and password, which are provided upon login, with variable names 'user' and 'password'. If the username and password are recognized in the database, the application starts a session and sets a session variable called 'user' for the login name of the user accessing the system, then redirects the user to file called 'home.php'. Otherwise, it redirects the user back to the login page, 'login.htm'.

Assumptions:

· The allowable usernames, passwords exist in a mysql database called “login” with table called “users”.

· The users table has four fields, namely, username, password, fname and lname.

Task:

a) Develop the login interface using HTML5. Ensure that a check for an existing session is made. If it is found to be existing, then redirect the user to home.php.

b) Develop the appropriate PHP scripts and the database that will implement the login process described in the case. Be sure to include some message in the home.php showing the full name (FName & LName) of the user that has successfully logged in.

c) Incorporate a logout mechanism that destroys sessions and redirects users to the login page. Let the link to the logout script be provided in the home.php page.
