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	Course Description Approximately 100 words: “Infectious diseases of children” is a science that learns etiology, epidemiology, pathogenesis, clinic, classification of most commonly encountered infectious diseases in children; the criteria for the severity of the disease, its consequences and effects; analysis of the laboratory test results; illness predictions, treatment modalities; and dispensing patients with infectious diseases. The course requires adequate knowledge and skills in microbiology, pathological physiology, pathological anatomy, clinical pharmacology, infectious diseases and epidemiology, propaedeutic of children's diseases, nervous diseases, social hygiene and healthcare system. Course is specialized subject for the bachelor students of pediatric faculty and taught in 5 and 7 terms.  
	Course Goals and Objectives Approximately 100 words: The aim of the course is to prepare bachelor pediatricians who are able to diagnose clinically the common infectious diseases of children, to assess the guidelines for the hospitalization of patients according to the severity and facts of the disease, to treat emergency syndrome and to use special preventive, dispensary, rehabilitation and anti-epidemic methods.
The objectives of the course are to develop knowledge about pathogenesis, classification, clinical experience, complications, consequences, treatment and prophylaxis of epidemiology of each infectious disease and to format skills on the compilation of patient complaints, collection of epidemiological history, objective analysis of members and systems.
