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	Course Description Approximately 100 words:      The discipline of "Ecological tourism" studies the use of environmental resources, places of nature protection zones in the tourism industry, the definition of innovative methods for creating ecological tourism products and factors affecting the profit of tourism.

    Thus, the need for effective use of ecotourism resources in the field of tourism entrepreneurship and the training of qualified personnel in this specialty with the aim of increasing competitiveness in servicing domestic and foreign tourists confirms the relevance of studying the course "Ecological tourism".

   The discipline "Ecological tourism" is focused on the study of the types of tourism that exist at the moment and are considered for their implementation in the future; consideration of the possibilities for the development of international tourism and factors affecting the expansion of the boundaries of international tourism; acquaintance with functioning of the market mechanism of supply and demand in the world market of tour services; Encouraging students to work with the literature on this course, which they will demonstrate when writing essays; studying the theoretical foundations for the development of international tourism.
	Course Goals and Objectives Approximately 100 words: The discipline "Ecological tourism" studies the main directions of tourism development, revealing the patterns and tendencies of its functioning. 

The main objective of the subject "Ecological tourism" is to disclose the basics of effective use of ecotourism resources in the development of tourism in the country, to study technologies for the development of tourism products with elements of ecotours, to study the procedure for concluding agreements with tourist enterprises when providing services to tourists, as well as studying ways to improve the organization of tour operator activities in the republic Uzbekistan.

The objectives of the course "Ecological tourism" are

1. Consideration of the economic aspects of Ecological tourism development.

2. Study of materials and decisions of international forums on Ecological tourism.

3. Assimilation of the relationship of tourism with other sectors of the economy.

When teaching the course "Ecotourism" it is recommended to conduct open classes with the activation of students, the use of computer technology, distance learning with the solution of test tasks and the preparation of abstracts.
