Questions
1. Define in your words what is meant by social capital! (15 points) 
Answer: 
Social capital is the ability of individuals, groups or communities or companies to work together which is supported by trust, norms and values as well as networks to achieve common goals.
2. Write down the typology of social capital that you have and the individuals/organizations that are involved in it. Then identify the sources of each of these social capital typologies! (15 points) 
Answer: 
1. Bonding social capital: the social capital that I have with my family, groups from the same ethnicity or tribe, group or the same organization. Bonding social capital is shown by the existence of a high sense of trust between one another, the similarity of values and norms which are obeyed and adhered to jointly by each member. This source of social capital comes from traditions that have existed for generations from generation to generation. (5 points)
2. Bridging social capital: the relationships I have with schoolmates, college friends, office mates or other individuals from organizations or groups that are different from mine. Bridging social capital is marked by the existence of trust in one another, the existence of differences in values and norms that are adhered to by each individual, but it is not an obstacle in establishing relationships. The source of this social capital is from an educational or religious environment that teaches values to be able to live side by side with one another even though they come from different backgrounds. (5 points)
3. Linking social capital: the relationship I have with the institution or organization I work for, the relationship with the government where I live. Linking social capital is marked by the existence of a higher authority between me and the institution or organization or government. I must comply with the rules that have been made or determined by the institution or organization or government. The source of this social capital comes from the environment which allows me to be able to build relationships with related parties. (5 points)
3. Maju Jaya village is one of the batik industry centers. However, in this village there was found to be a very weak inter-institutional network. Weak education, knowledge, skills and ability to communicate are some of the causes. In your opinion, how does social capital play a role in providing solutions to be offered in order to increase the inter-institutional network in the village? (25 points) 
Answer:
The role of social capital in this case study can be seen at the meso level. Social capital at the meso level shows the existence of bonding, bridging and linking social capital between one individual and another individual who is in a different group. (10 points)
In this case, bonding social capital occurs between individuals who work in the batik industry center and are placed in different divisions. Social capital here can play a role in improving the ability to communicate between one worker and another so that he can convey to his superiors the problems that become obstacles in producing batik. (5 points)
Bridging social capital occurs between one division and another. For example the production division with the planning division. So in this case, social capital plays a role in bridging the needs of the planning department so that it can be executed by the production department. If the production division has poor knowledge and skills, it can be proposed to be given training first. (5 points)
Linking social capital occurs between each division and its superiors, both at the middle and high levels. Social capital in this section can play a role in opening discussions between divisions with top management to be able to strengthen relations between one division and another, clarify communications and orders from superiors to subordinates, so that in the future activities in the batik industry can run smoothly and be supported by a network the strong one. (5 points)
4. A village in Pattimura district is planning to build a reservoir (a large water storage area). The reservoir is planned to be used to meet the water needs of the plants in the village during the dry season. The villagers need to work together to build the reservoir, so that the residents work together to prepare all the development needs and coordinate regarding its implementation. If you are one of the villagers, what elements of social capital are needed so that the dam can be built and used immediately? (25 points)
Answer:
Based on the material studied, there are many elements of social capital. However, to answer this case study, there are several elements of social capital that are needed so that the construction of the reservoir can run smoothly. 
1. Element of trust: this element must be owned by every villager as an initial capital to take a joint commitment in planning the construction of the reservoir. (5 points)
2. Elements of values and norms: these elements of value are important as a foundation in strengthening commitment among residents so that each community understands that the construction of the reservoir being carried out is a common need. Elements of the norm as a guideline for residents to be able to take part in the construction of the reservoir. If they cannot contribute labor, then residents can also contribute capital or also provide consumption for residents who are directly involved in executing the construction of the reservoir. (5 points)
3. Pro-active action: this element is very important for every citizen because this element is based on the initiative of the residents to take part in the construction of the reservoir. (5 points)
4. Network: this element is needed to open up opportunities for investors or other people who might be moved to be able to provide donations in the form of funds, materials or other needs to facilitate the construction of the reservoir. (5 points)
5. Element of participation: this element is needed so that all residents can participate in the construction of the reservoir so that each citizen feels they own the reservoir and in the future will jointly maintain the continued use of the reservoir for the smooth running of their farming activities. (5 points)
