Situation # F.1:
You have come to the end of the disaster management course conducted in your college. You have volunteered to man the Emergency Operation Centre of Area A when you get the call at 2 PM that the Fire Department of Area A is responding to a fire at the Sun Works Nepal, Solar Shop. Since you are already at the EOC, you have been instructed to stay and provide whatever support necessary to the responders.

Weather Data

Today’s Forecast: Sunny skies during daylight hours. 
Temperature:
Daytime high of 33C


Evening low of 20C

Wind Data: Winds from the SE @ 6-8 kts increasing to 5-10 this evening.

Chance of Precipitation: High. 

1. Who will be represented in the Emergency Operations Centre? 

2. Record their roles and responsibilities. 

3. Annotate a maximum of 5 priority actions or issues you feel are necessary to support the response or recovery effort.
Situation # F.2:
Fire personnel at the scene report that the fire has engulfed 5- 6 houses north of the Sun Works Nepal & burning debris are littering the surrounding streets. Response personnel are having difficulty getting sufficient water pressure to reach all the houses because of narrow streets. 
Many people from area have been evacuated and are standing in the street across from the built-up area. Especially old people, woman, & children have not been evacuated from the incident site.
Downwind, smoke has obscured some intersections causing multiple vehicle accidents. Five personnel (3 adults and 2 children) were taken to Vyodha Hospital after being struck by a passing truck.
1. Given your exercise position, what are your main concerns at this point and how will you handle the ongoing situation? 
2. How could social workers assist in this situation?
Situation # F.3:
The fire is spreading to surrounding buildings including 2 restaurants, several shops and a school. The fire is also approaching within 100 meters of a petrol station & Budhiratna Suryalal Furniture. The Fire Chief is requesting additional help to control the spread. A thick plume of smoke continues to head in the direction of the center of town.
Smoke is also affecting the residents of an elderly housing complex near Siddhi Ganesh Temple as well as the 500 students studying at the Green Lawns Academy. Downwind families are evacuating their homes due to thick smoke and fumes. 
1. What actions should be taken by the various agencies represented in the EOC and who would they need to communicate with? 
2. What other agencies/organizations not represented at the EOC would you need to contact?
Situation #F.4:
Debris from the high-rise building has fallen onto the roof of a fuel station threatening nearby fuel storage tanks across the street. News media and the local population are calling community officials looking for information on the situation and concerned about what they should do, or not do.


Chief elected/appointed officials want information they can convey to the local population. What do you tell them? What information does the population need to know and how will you disseminate the information?

Research and prepare a media release to inform the public on what the situation is and any precautionary issues that may be of concern. 
Situation # F:5
Heavy rain has started falling in the Area A. Emergency Services personnel and public officials have seen this as blessing in the efforts to finally extinguish the fires and reduce the smoke damage to the community.
Assessments of fire related damage include the complete destruction of the Solar & Furniture Shop structure, 12 shops/businesses, fuel station and 1 fuel storage tank. The nearby Green Lawns Academy suffered moderate damage and will be temporarily closed. 

Pending debris removal, the following streets have been closed and traffic rerouted: Dashinkali Road/TU Road/
The following Area A/ Army/Paramilitary/Police services equipment suffered damage/destruction:

Area A
2 Fire Trucks– Out of Service (Damaged from falling debris)

2 Police Patrol cars – Out of Service (wheel and tire damage)

1 EMS Ambulance Out of Service (wheel and tire damage)

1 Fire Truck Ladder – Out of Service 
Army/Paramilitary/Police
1 Fire Truck damaged

Hose of one fire truck burnt
In addition, as of 4.30 PM ongoing debris removal is being hampered by rising flood waters that are pouring over the banks of Bagmati River. Extensive flooding is occurring in the low-lying sections of the Area A sending people fleeing in all directions seeking shelter from the rains and heavy flooding. 

Industrial waste and runoff from the debris cleanup efforts have also found their way into the flood waters posing major concerns down river. 

Damage to community shelters has forced officials to find new structures and/or locations within the city to house and feed approximately 1200 people staying there since the fire destroyed many homes and shops.
Tasks
1.  Discuss and list 5 priority items you need to consider given this flooding event.
2. Which agency has the overall responsibility for disaster management?

3. Where will the resources needed to support the city population during and after the flood come from?

4. How will funding for necessary resources be obtained? Who will do it?

5. What about the environmental concerns?   
6. As a social worker how can you assist in rescue & relief efforts.
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
