1. Self-Introduction

2. Simple Present Tense
Students understand the use of simple present tense that explains actions or daily activities that happen regularly and describes facts or general truth without reference to particular or specific time. They also understand the use of the pattern of Subject + Verb + Complement (SVO) and the use of Subject + Verb + Object (SVO). 

3. General things about Law
Students know general things about law.  The students know that there are many things about law such as the legal profession, areas of law, and kinds of law.
