1. Working in law
Students can learn that lawyer is the general title for people who work as solicitor, barrister, and attorney.    There are 2 types of lawyer work in England; barrister and solicitor. In the USA and most countries do not make this division, a lawyer is simply known as an attorney. To be a judge, you must have a lot of experience as lawyer first, apply and wait if you are chosen as judge.
