1. Areas of law
Students can learn that there are 2 main areas of legal systems in most countries, that is, criminal law and civil law. Criminal law punishes acts against a person and property, protects the whole community, and state prosecutes criminal. For example, murder, theft, assault, fraud, and etc. Civil law focuses on solving disputes between individuals and companies, individual starts a claim un the civil court. For example, contract disputes, negligence, family law, and etc.
2. Present Continuous Tense
Students understand the use of present continuous tense that describes actions happening or are in progress at the moment of speaking or around the current time.
Subject + To be (am/is/are)+ V-ing
· I am representing my client in the court.
· She is signing the employment contract 
· They are working hard to solve the case.
The subjects: I, She, They
The to be: am, is, are
The verb-ing: representing, signing, working
