1. Solicitors, Barristers, and Lawyers
   Students can learn the differences of solicitor, barrister, and lawyer through short reading text. Lawyer is general job title for legal profession who practices law. Lawyer can be solicitor, barrister, and attorney. Solicitors and barristers practice only in England, while there is no division of lawyers in the USA and most other countries. It is simply known as an attorney. The terms may have a different meaning for different countries. 
2. The use of responsibility + is + infinitive – to/verb-ing
Students understand the use of responsibility + is + infinitive –to and responsibility + is + verb – ing. Responsibilities is the plural form of responsibility
      For example: 
·  My responsibility is to make sure everything works well
· My responsibility is making sure everything works well
· One of my responsibilities is to make sure everything works well. 
· One of my responsibilities is making sure everything works well.
